Last year I advertised the education portal ‘Metlink’ www.metlink.org.uk with your organization and I am looking to do this again for a new initiative which should be of interest to teachers and their students, namely- the Weather Club. I have been speaking to one of your counterparts in the South East and they believe the initiative will be of interest at both at primary and secondary level, in the Geography and Science areas of the curriculum, and are willing to include it in their next newsletter.
